"Your hard work does not go unnoticed. Thank you!”

"Our community needs you. Thank you for the radical generosity you provide to kids in foster care.”

Your message should be egsily visible, unsealed, and should not include religious language. You're welcome
fo sign the notes with your first names or organization's name.
